TO: HEADS OF ALL STATE DEPARTMENTS AND AGENCIES

RE: GIFTSAND PAYMENTSBY PRIVATE INTERESTS TO MEMBERS OF THE
EXECUTIVE BRANCH

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 111, Section 1 of the Constitution of 1897, the Governor possesses
the supreme executive powers of the State; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to chapter 58, title 29 of the Delaware Code, a code of conduct does exist
for dl employees within the Executive Branch; and

WHEREAS, it isin the best interests of members of the Executive Branch and the people of the
State of Delaware for some mechanism to be in place to further insure that circumstances do not arise
which creste appearances of impropriety or cal into question actions of senior members of the
Executive Branch;

WHEREAS, this public purpose can be achieved by the promulgation of an executive order that
requires senior officids of the Executive Branch to disclose more information regarding their activities
than the law requires and by requiring those officids to obtain ethics clearance before accepting gifts
with alarge monetary value.

NOW, THEREFORE, |, THOMAS R. CARPER. by virtue of the authority vested in me as
Governor of the State of Delaware, do hereby declare and order that:

1. Each cabinet secretary, each division director and each person of equivaent rank within the
Executive Branch shdl file areport disclosing certain financid interests as provided below. The report
shall be made as an addendum to section 3(E) of the form prescribed by the Controller Genera
pursuant to 29 Ddl. C. 85813, shdll befiled at the same time as the report required by 29 Ddl. C. §
5813, shdl be signed by the public officer, shal be notarized and shdl include at least the following
informetion.

(8@ The source of any gift or gifts received by the public officer during the preceding caendar
year which in the aggregate have a value in excess of $100.00, provided, however, thet in the
addendum for calendar year 1993 which isto be filed on or before February 15, 1994, no gifts
received before June 1, 1993 need be included; and

(b) The date, value and nature of each such gift.



2. For purposes of this Order, "vaue' means the price paid for the gift by the source of the gift.
However, with respect to an invitation received to an event held by an organization which qudifiesasa
charitable organization under the federd tax laws, the "vaue' isthe portion of the ticket pricewhichis
not deductible by the purchaser for purposes of the federal tax laws. Furthermore, with respect to an
invitation received to an event held by an organization other than a charitable organization (such asa
citizens group, acommunity organization or atrade association), the "vaue' shal be tha portion of the
ticket price which reflects the per person cost to the sponsoring organization to hold the event (that is,
the ticket price minus that portion of the ticket rice that contributes to the sponsor's net profits from
holding the event).

3. For purposes of this Order, "gift" has the definition set forth in by 29 Ddl. C. § 5812(0), and
includes medls, travel and tickets to socid, theatrica, musical and sporting events unless lawful
congderation of equd or greater value isrecelved. For purposes of this Order, "gift" shdl not include
free admission to any event held within the State of Delaware at which the recipient is asked to address
those in attendance. In such a Stuation, the public officer's agreement to spesk at the event is
consdered lawful consideration of equd or greater value than free attendance at that event.

4.For purposes of this Order, "source’ means any person, as defined by 29 Del. C. 85804(6), who
provides a gift to a public officer and includes any group of personswho act in concert to provide a gift
to apublic officer. However, the definition of source does not dter the definition of "gift" in 29 Ddl. C.
§ 5812(0), which expressy excludes from the definition of "gift" things of value received from a spouse
or any relative within the 3rd degree of consanguinity of the public officer or the public officer's spouse
or from the spouse of any such relaive.

5. No cabinet secretary, division director or person of equivaent rank within the Executive Branch
shall accept a gift from any source which has avaue in excess of $250.00 without the prior gpproval of
the State Ethics Commission. Any gpplication for prior gpprova shdl be made as an gpplication to the
State Ethics Commission for an advisory opinion pursuant to 29 Ddl.C. 85807.

6. This Order be circulated by al cabinet secretaries to persons within their agencies covered by this
Order.

TO: HEADS OF ALL STATE DEPARTMENTS AND AGENCIES

RE: AMENDMENT OF EXECUTIVE ORDER NUMBER FIVE DEALING WITH GIFTSAND
PAYMENTSBY PRIVATE INTERESTS TO MEMBERS OF THE EXECUTIVE BRANCH

WHEREAS, Executive Order Number Five was promulgated on May 10, 1993 becauseit isin the
public interest for some mechanism to be in place to insure that circumstances do not arise which
creete, gppearances of impropriety or cal into question actions of senior members of the Executive
Branch, and

WHEREAS, Executive Order Number Five, advanced this public interest by requiring senior
officias of the Executive Branch to disclose more information regarding their activities than the law
requires, and

WHEREAS, section five of Executive Order Number Five sates. “No cabinet secretary, divison
director or person of equivadent rank within the Executive Branch shdl accept a gift from any source
which has avaue in excess of $250.00 without die prior approva of the State Ethics Commission.
Any application for prior approva shal be made as an gpplication to the State Ethics Commission for
an advisory opinion pursuant to 29 Del.C. 85807.”; and

WHEREAS, it has turned out to be impractica to require prior gpprova of agift or payment over
$250.00 by the State Ethics Commission (“Commission”) because the Commission normally meets only
once amonth and following section five of the Order requires the Commission to act under extreme
time pressure in non-exigent circumstances, and

WHEREAS, the purpose of section five can be accomplished in a more cost-effective and
convenient fashion by requiring notice, rather than prior gpprova, of giftsin excess of $250.00, thereby
alowing the Commission to investigete gifts that the Commission believesraise ethica questions but not
requiring the gpprova of every such gift in advance of receipt.



NOW, THEREFORE, |, THOMAS R. CARPER, by virtue of the authority vested in me as
Governor of the State of Delaware, do hereby declare and order that:

1. Executive Order Number Five is amended to strike the text of section five and insert in lieu
thereof the following language: “Any cabinet secretary, divison director or person of equivaent rank
who shdl accept a gift from any source which has avaue in excess of $250.00 shdl provide notice to
the State Ethics Commission of the gift, its nature, its source, and its value within 30 days of receipt of
tile gift.”

2. This Order be circulated by al cabinet secretaries to persons within their agencies covered by this
Order, dong with an attached copy of Executive Order Number Five.
